Anything that you use from a published work in a paper or project must be cited on your works cited 
paper.  This handout gives you an idea of the information that you will need, but you can double check 
by looking at http://www.citationmachine.net/index.php?callstyle=1&all.

1. Alphabetize Alphabetize Alphabetize Alphabetize each entry according to the first letter of the entry (last name of author or first main word 
in the article title if there is no author posted).    
 2. Place a periodperiodperiodperiod after each piece of information.  
3. IndentIndentIndentIndent    all entries 1 inch from the left and right margins. 
4. Any entry that goes onto a second line should be indented an additional ½ inch.indented an additional ½ inch.indented an additional ½ inch.indented an additional ½ inch.  
5. Title your page: Works CitedWorks CitedWorks CitedWorks Cited.
