Unit Summary:

Students will study Roman houses in order to understand more about daily life in Rome. They will study different types of Roman
houses, materials used to build them, and which social classes lived each type of house. Students will then work in groups to build
Roman Gingerbread Houses and create a PhotoStory report of their research and the process of building the houses.
